ALL APPARATUS

A Street Works Licence to place apparatus or consent to work on existing apparatus in the highway, will only be granted to the owner(s) of apparatus or his Successor in Title.  Owners should note their Statutory duty to secure that the apparatus is properly maintained at all times.

Prior to issue of the Licence, the applicant must circulate Form SWL6 to all Undertakers to identify whether their apparatus will be affected by the proposed works.
9.
In order for the Street Authority to comply with its statutory duty, all applications must be submitted at least ONE MONTH in advance of commencement of the proposed works.  (A shorter period may be agreed by the Street Authority in conjunction with the other Undertakers likely to be affected).  The application form must be signed by the owner of the existing or proposed apparatus.

Applicants should note that:-

The Licensee must inform the Street Authority of the completion of the reinstatement by the end of the following working day, stating whether it is interim or permanent.  If an interim reinstatement is carried out this must be made permanent within 6 months.
15.
The Licensee must complete and submit Form SWL5 to the Street Authority within 7 days of completion of the works and clearing the site.

When submitting form SWL5, the Licensee must provide a detailed drawing(s) to 
Scale 1 / 2500 showing the actual depth of the apparatus, and its location measured against fixed objects / structures.

16.
If the reinstatement does not meet or subsequently fails to meet the standard required, the Street Authority will serve a defect notice upon the Licensee requiring him to rectify the defect at his expense and to pay the appropriate fee to the Authority.  A further fee is payable where a defect notice is issued.  If the Licensee defaults, the Authority may carry out any remedial work necessary and recover the costs from the Licensee.

17.
Where the apparatus in respect of which an application for a Street Works License is made to the Street Authority is to be placed or retained on a line crossing the street, and not along the line of the street, a person may appeal to the Secretary of State if aggrieved by:-


(a)
the refusal of the Authority to grant him a Licence;


(b)
their refusal to grant a Licence except on terms prohibiting its assignment, or


(c)
any terms of Conditions of the Licence granted to him;

If you no longer need to use the apparatus you must notify the Street Authority, when Licence Conditions 9 and 10 shall apply.

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE EXCAVATION ADJACENT LAMP COLUMNS.

The Council has considered the detail contained in the HSE guidance :- http:/www.hse.gov.uk/safetybulletins/lampcolumns.htm following a recent accident and the HSE’s subsequent findings.

In response to the above the Council has identified that columns may exist within the Authority’s areas with adapted column root sections that have been historically installed.

However, due to limited records of such columns being available and the knowledge that a significant number of cellars and vaults exist within central Bath risks comparable to the ones identified may well exist.

Careful planning and resourcing of all projects as required by the Construction Design and Management regulations and HSG 47 “Avoiding danger from underground services” must always be considered. 

In order to address such risks the Council therefore provides the following advice:-           

· Excavation in the carriageway should not impact on any column roots or their foundations.

· Where excavation is to be undertaken adjacent lighting columns in the footway the column root sections should always be verified to establish their actual planting depth.

By removing the column door a measurement can be taken from the lowest point on the door opening to ground level.  The drop to the lowest point at the base of the column should then be measured and the measurement from the door opening to ground level subtracted from the overall drop measurement.

Standard planting depths of columns are as follows:-

5M Mounting Height 0.8M

6M Mounting Height 1.0M

8M Mounting Height 1.2M

10M Mounting Height 1.5M

12M Mounting Height 1.7M

This methodology will result in one of two actions being followed:-

1) Determined measurement is comparable to what is expected and excavation can be commenced as normal.

2) Determined measurement is not comparable to what is expected and columns should be supported prior to any excavation being undertaken.
