Starter

Explain to the children that they are going to create a beautiful piece of art designed to commemorate the life of a soldier in WW1. They will need to be creative and have a head full of images that they wish to bring to life.  
The children are invited to create a tunnel book for one of the stories they are about to hear and so listening carefully and allowing pictures to flood into their minds is essential. Encourage the children to make quick sketches as they explore and/or write down key words which will help them recall. Each of the three stories is accompanied with a fact file and piece of audio recorded by a family member. Give the children time to explore them all before deciding whose life they would like to remember.

Main activity
Show the children the instructions ‘How to make a Tunnel Book.’ Talk through each stage and look at the necessary resources. Discuss any unfamiliar words and processes such as ‘concertina.’ Next, invite the class to start planning what their books will look like; the tunnel section can represent a transition in the story, literal or figurative. 
Now, it’s time to get making. Remind the children they will need to be patient and precise. We recommend making the background first, making more intricate pieces which will be positioned in front, whilst the background dries.
Although this activity can be completed as individuals, working in pairs or small groups will spread the workload (helpful if time or patience is a little limited) and reduce the need for resourcing so extensively

Plenary
Time to celebrate! By now, you will have some wonderful, commemorative works of art. Perhaps take the time to admire by holding a walk through the ‘gallery.’

Extension tasks
Tunnel Books look fabulous when a few words are incorporated within them. Bring your Tunnel Book to life through the use of a sound bubble, a few words from the audio scattered around, a speech bubble or perhaps a question for the observer.
Try a different style of Tunnel Book. Be inspired here and here.
